Finished 2 nd Overall: Qualifying: I was 
very pleased with our first qualifying 
session; we made our largest improvement 
of the weekend and closed the time gap to 
the championship leader.

This allowed me to make up some positions in the later stage of the race and gain some valuable points. We are now 
placed 2nd in the championship and the next two rounds are held at Queensland Raceway where we will be hoping to 
take some wins!

After settling 
down and into a rhythm, I was dropping lap 
times, and with 5 or so laps to go, I knew I 
was starting to gain on a couple of riders in 
front of me. 
With 1 lap to go, I was on the tail of Chris Quinn and Sam Heath. I took a huge dive on the inside of them both at the end 
of the long straight and managed to hold on to that position to give me my best result yet on a 600. 
 
Race Two:  I had another fairly good start, but with all the traffic in turn one, I got mixed up with a large pack and lost a lot 
of places. I was feeling very confident after the first race, lap times were slower, including my own, and I was alone for 
most of the race. I finished a couple of positions down on race 1, but was just getting more and more comfortable on the 
Bike.
